There is one Municipal Emergency Services Run Card on file for every
geographically defined area in Berks County where the primary fire or EMS
agency is dispatched by DES.

NOTE: There is NO separate Fire or EMS run card, there is ONE Emergency Services Run
Card. There are NO separate defined areas for fire vs EMS. Fire and EMS serve the same
geographically defined areas within municipalities that the individuals/entity having run card
authority have agreed upon.

A Run Card Authorization Form is on file for each municipality designating the
individual(s) or entity authorized to submit changes to fire and EMS responses.

The Municipal Emergency Services Run Card documents what resources will be
dispatched for each incident type.




RUN CARD CHANGES

Any change to responses will be made on the Emergency Services Run Card and signed by the
individual(s) with authorization as designated on the Run Card Authorization Form and
submitted to the CAD Administration Officer.

All Emergency Services Run Cards will be reviewed for the following:
Response types have been completed properly
Identify any unusual discrepancies in call type responses between response areas.

A time/distance analysis shall be performed for each response area and provided to the
primary EMS and fire agencies. The resource lists of each Run Card shall be compared
to the time/distance analysis will the following considerations being evaluated:

Closest Units of the appropriate type are being dispatched;

Primary response units listed are not ‘driving past’ other stations that were not
included in the initial response;and

Responses do not include multiple units from the same station in the initial
response.

The review process shall be completed within 7-10* business days of receiving the Emergency
Services Run Card.

*Note: This may be longer based on the number of run cards needing to be reviewed due to
larger agencies or multiple agencies submission of run cards.

The heading of each run card page must be completed before submitting your run card.
Date of Update: Enter the date that the run card changes are being made.
Municipality: Enter the corresponding municipal number.

Fire Agency: Enter the run card’s primary fire agency’s number.

EMS Agency: Enter the run card’s primary EMS agency’s number.

Run Card Number: Enter the Run Card Number assigned by DES for the geographical area.
CAD Box Number: Enter the CAD Box Number assigned by DES for the geographical area.

If you are unsure about any of the above fields or the geographical area that the run card covers,
contact DES.
